Following a national search, Stukel

Stone, an award-winning interdisciplinary

practice with a legacy of delivering
conceptually-driven architecture and
performance design were engaged

to transform the site. Directors Daniel
Stukel Beasly and Tobhiyah Stone Feller
employ a comprehensive suite of skills

across architecture, installation, costume

and set design. The practice focuses on
movement and the performative aspects

of human environments — public, theatrical

and domestic — resulting in rigorous
work imbued with expressiveness,
innovation and inclusivity.

‘Chrysalis’, Stukel Stone’s architectural

premise refers to the transitionary
nature of the site and is evidenced in
features like the facetted khaki mesh
fused to the Pavilion entrance. This
transparent exoskeleton is a grand and
subtle contemplation; a demonstrable
expression of the passage of time,

of gestation, transition and growth.

When immersed inside radial
arcs; mesmeric light and sound
intensify the here and now.

Jem is the creation of multidisciplinary
design studio ENESS. Practitioners
known for large-scale installation art
that proposes new forms of interactivity,
their works grace sites internationally.
Jem, produced for SouthBank is

located in the main courtyard of the
redevelopment. This work is a core
element in uniting the community
through shared experience.

The concept of metamorphosis
proposed by site architects Stukel
Stone was used as a springboard

for the development of Jem. When
approached, Jem emits a symphonic
and visual experience that responds

to people’s proximity, defining a new
typology of sculpture that combines
art, science, design and technology.
Within an ecosystem of visuals and
audio, strangers come together in this
unifying experience that gently nudges
lovers, strangers and friends into each
other’s company. In a world dense with

curated self-perceptions, this work is
a conduit for people to communicate
with each other through experience.

The organic form is a new type of
performance space where artists can
engage with the public and the public
can participate in the making of art.

The name Jem is a dedication by all

The process of
making and using these natural inks
and dyes creates artworks that fade
or change and mark or blur the passing
of time.

these dyes fading over time and her
labour-intensive creations reflecting
mortality.
